You are invited to participate in a survey to examine collaboration between Queensland
maternity care professionals. This survey relates only to those professionals who provide
universal care to women throughout pregnancy, birth and the postnatal period. This
includes General Practitioners (GPs), Obstetricians and Midwives. Whilst we recognise
that neonatology and other staff provide important roles, universal care is not inclusive of
these roles.
