Dear Doctor/Vaccine Service Provider

Queensland Health is pleased to announce the introduction of a free pertussis vaccine program
commencing 1 August 2009 for birth parents, adoptive parents and foster parents of children born
on or after 1 May 20009.

The vaccine is administered as the adolescent/adult formulation diphtheria, tetanus, acellular
pertussis vaccine (dTpa).

How will you be able to access dTpa for this program?
0 In the second half of July we will commence the first delivery of dTpa to all vaccine
providers — you will not need to place an order for this first delivery.
o Two weeks after you receive your initial delivery you will be able to reorder dTpa (with a
full stock count of all vaccines held) if you require further vaccine.
0 Monthly orders will then resume.

You need to record these vaccinations on the enclosed data collection sheet and forward to the
address provided.

You should advise all eligible parents who attend your practice/clinic of the following:
0 Queensland Health is providing free pertussis vaccine for a limited time;
0 babies should be vaccinated on time; and
o0 to keep their baby away from anyone with a cough.

Australia is currently experiencing a pertussis epidemic. This program aims to protect babies too
young to be fully protected by pertussis vaccination. The program will be time limited.

Referral for Admission - Pandemic influenza

During an influenza pandemic the demand on health care services will exceed the available
resources. In this event it is expected that individuals who fit the case definition but who are not in
need of inpatient care on clinical grounds will be cared for at home. In order to control the demand
on Emergency Departments/Assessment clinics, patients should be monitored at home by the
practitioner / practice initially assessing the patient. If there are clinical concerns the usual referral
pathways should be utilised to communicate with secondary services (eg. Department of
Emergency Medicine at the local hospital).

The following are guidelines for referral to an inpatient facility:

e Patients with significant co-morbidities that place them at high risk for decompensation from
a respiratory illness. For example: significant COPD with an exercise tolerance of
<200meters on the flat or FEV1<1, uncontrolled cardiac failure

e Patients who are hypoxic (clinical cyanosis, O2 saturation <90%) or whose respiratory rate
is >24/min. Dyspnoea (shortness of breath) and pain or pressure in the chest may also
indicate respiratory distress.

e Patients suffering severe prostration (unable to carry out self-care activities of daily living)
e Patients with severe/ uncontrollable vomiting or dehydration

e Blood pressure <100 systolic or sudden dizziness

e Clinically detectable abnormality on auscultation of chest

e Patients with recent onset confusion

In children the following have been associated with more severe disease:
e Fast or troubled breathing.

e SKkin turning bluish or grey.

e Persistent or severe vomiting.

e Not drinking enough fluids.

e Being unusually hard to wake up or not interacting.

e Being so irritable that the child doesn’t want to be held

e Flu-like symptoms improve but then return with fever and worse cough
