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Avoidable hospitalisations

* Hospitalisations (hospital separations)
defined as avoidable are those for
ambulatory care sensitive conditions that
are considered potentially avoidable
through preventive care and early disease
management, usually delivered in an
ambulatory setting, such as primary health
care (for example by general practitioners
or in community health centres).



Avoidable hospitalisations

e Avoidable hospitalisation rates measure the
effectiveness, timeliness and adequacy of non-
hospital care, and do not measure all
hospitalisations due to preventable conditions.

* To be included In the standard avoidable
hospitalisation measure, there has to be an
association with a specific process of care in an
ambulatory setting that has been shown to be
successful in reducing hospitalisation rates for
the condition.




Avoidable hospitalisations

* In 2005/2006, 8.9 per cent of all
separations to hospitals in Townsville HSD
(6,507/73,511) could have been avoided
through preventive care and early disease
management in the ambulatory setting.
This was similar to the Queensland
average (8.9 per cent) and the national
average (9.3 per cent)
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Coronary Heart Disease

* There were on average 236 coronary
heart disease deaths per year In
Townsville HSD between 2002 and
2005.

 There were on average 1,766 coronary
heart disease separations per year in
Townsville HSD between 2002/03 and
2005/06.
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Diabetes Mellitus

* There were on average 38 diabetes
deaths per year in Townsville HSD
between 2002 and 2005.

* There were on average 784 diabetes
mellitus separations per year In
Townsville HSD between 2002/03 and
2005/06.
