Reconstitution



Reconstitution

• All-in-one pack: keep together!
• DTPa – Hep B – IPV liquid suspension
• Freeze-dried Hib powder vial
• Add all the liquid to the vial and shake to 

dissolve the Hib pellet

• Ignore Spanish instructions and non-standard 
needles….



Reconstitution: Hiberix

• Diluent and freeze dried vaccine

• Must use specific diluent
• Add all to vial and shake till fully dissolved

• Keep together in same packaging in fridge
• IM injection deltoid (>12m)



Haemophilus influenzae type b 
capsule (Hib): review

• Hib was commonest 
cause of bacterial 
meningitis in young 
children

• onset from ~3 months 
of age, especially in at-
risk and indigenous 
children



Hib disease

• well controlled 
since Hib
vaccines from 
1993

• but, Hib 
bacterium still 
around….



Hib vaccines

• Provoke early antibody against polysaccharide 
(carbohydrate) capsule: ‘PRP’

• Conjugate (link) it to a protein such as certain Tetanus / 
Diptheria / Meningococcal components

• PRP-OMP (Comvax); PRP-T (Infanrix Hexa, Hiberix), 
etc

• Are the different vaccines equally protective? 



Hib vaccines

• only PRP-OMP 
gives protection 
after first dose

• Comvax has 
reduced early-
onset disease in 
Australia

• Fortunately, 
invasive Hib now 
rare



Summary

• ‘Hexa’ used in other states
• Timeliness even more important

• At least 2 months between 2nd and 3rd Hexa
• <32 weeks prem or <2kg: extra Paed HepB @ 12m
• Comvax still used for about 6 months

• Fewer injections for babies
• But more products in the fridge

• Possible PRP-OMP will be needed again
